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a. Each shift personnel will participate in an evacuation drill at least once in a 3-month period. (W 440)

b. Staff must be trained (familiar with fire extinguishers, alarms and other safety features), assisted and supported to evacuate on their own, practice evacuating at different times of the day and night, from different rooms in the facility and using different escape routes. Evacuation drills must be held under various weather conditions. (W 441) 
Competency is “knowing, seeing, doing and applying”
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(W448, 449)

Disaster Drills: 
a. The facility must annually evacuate clients during at least one drill each year on each shift. (W445)
b. The facility must document all total evacuations. There are NO exceptions. ALL clients must be evacuated. (W445)
c. The facility must assess and evaluate the effectiveness of the evacuation and provide a corrective plan. (W445)

d. The facility must make special provisions for the evacuations of clients with physical disabilities. (W446)
e. Each client must be assessed for the ability to participate in the evacuation procedure. (W446)
f. Each client with disabilities are identified and have a plan been developed for their evacuation. (W446)
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
